
The National Amphitheater
This temporary structure has been designed to permit visitors of the site, the ability to express 
themselves publicly. While sculpturesque, this open amphitheater stands as a representation 
of the freedom of speech, and places the importance of this fact in sight of the capitol 
building. This temporary structure consists of wood clad frames that create acoustical shapes, 
designed to project the voice of the speaker while inviting a public audience. While standing, 
this structure will be open to public performances, and will allow public access. Originally 
designed from cork, using the operations cut and notch, this structure shows connectivity and 
a relationship between modules in its concave design.
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
